Northland Redevelopment Update

Executive Director Aceves reviewed ongoing discussions with representatives from Northland Chrysler, Ascension Hospital, and Jonna Development. The Director reminded the Board that the Tax Increment Finance Act (TIFA) fund is under water again due to undervalued properties, however, it is expected that upcoming development will improve the status of the TIF fund.
