1.  CALL TO ORDER

Chairman James Ralph called the meeting to order at 10:02 AM.

2.  ROLL CALL

Roll Call was taken and it was determined a quorum was present.

3.  APPROVAL OF AGENDA
Motion by Rusk, Second by Craig, to approve the Meeting Agenda as presented. Motion carried unanimously.

4.  APPROVAL OF MINUTES
Regular Meeting Minutes: March 26, 2021 
Motion by Siver, Second by Hitchcock, to approve the minutes of the Regular Meeting of the SDDA Board held on March 26, 2021. Motion carried unanimously.
5.  FINANCIAL REPORTS
March and April 2021
Executive Director Aceves reviewed the monthly financial reports for March and April 2021. There was no adverse financial activity for these months.
Motion by Rusk, Second by Craig, to accept and file March and April 2021 Financial Reports. Motion carried unanimously.

6.  NEW BUSINESS
a. SDDA and Southfield Brownfield Authority Amended Interlocal Agreement – Executive Director Aceves
Executive Director Aceves and Roger Swets advised the Board on the Amended Interlocal Agreement between the DDA and Brownfield Redevelopment Authority (BRA).  The Brownfield Redevelopment Plan includes terms on repayment to the City and reimbursement to the developer. The Southfield Brownfield Redevelopment Authority Board approved the Interlocal Agreement subject to DDA Board Approval. The developer is expected to present their plan to City Council on May 24 with a Public Hearing scheduled for June 4.
Motion by Rusk, Second by Rae, to approve the Amendment to Interlocal Agreement as presented to use Local Tax Increment Revenues for the Northland Brownfield Redevelopment Project as presented to the Board, with such revisions as are approved by the Chair or the Executive Director of the DDA and to authorize the Executive Director to sign the agreement on behalf of the DDA. Motion carried unanimously.
b. Cornerstone Plaza Special Land Use: The Luxe Ballroom – Fred Najor and Denthea Fletcher
The Executive Director introduced Mr. Najor and Ms. Fletcher regarding their plan for an event space located in the Cornerstone Plaza on Greenfield Road. Future uses include baby showers, graduation/anniversary/birthday parties, etc. No alcohol will be sold nor allowed on premises. 
Motion by McFarland, Second by Craig, to recommend a Special Land Use Approval to the Southfield Planning Department for further review and approval. Motion carried unanimously.
c. Approval of the WH Canon Trash Proposal – Executive Director Aceves
Executive Director Aceves informed the Board that the area around the DDA District requires another day of trash collection for the period April 4 – September 30, 2021 and that he be allowed to sign the attached proposal as presented.
Motion by Siver, Second by Uhl, to approve allowing the Executive Director to sign the additional SDDA Trash Collection proposal from WH Canon. Motion carried unanimously. 
d. Presentation on 16025 Northland Drive (ATT Building) – Mike Gunn and Matt Schiffman, PA Commercial
Mr. Gunn and Mr. Schiffman have taken ownership of the former ATT building located at 16025 Northland Drive and presented to the Board their newly renovated work space.
e. Presentation on Geniuses On Board – Deandrea Murray, Owner

Ms. Deandrea Murray presented to the Board her local business at 15680 JL Hudson Drive which provides quality daycare service to local families. They provide care for about 100 children ages 1-12 and recently changed their hours to accommodate hospital staff hours.

Northland Redevelopment Update

Director Aceves updated the Board on the Northland development. The Northland Task Force continues to meet weekly with Contour Development to finalize terms in the Purchase and Sale Agreement and the Supplemental Development Agreement with a closing set for July 15, 2021. 

In addition to the Contour Development activity, Director Aceves noted that Streamco has once again not used the Northland site for vehicle storage.  They have provided the City with a check in good faith for their consideration. Mr. Aceves also informed the Board that North Park Place located behind Oakland Community College is delinquent on their water bill for $490,000 and a lien has been placed on the property. 

The Dome project presented at the March 26 Board meeting was approved on May 24, 2021.
